The Analytical Internship

ÅCovers a period of minimum 240 hours full-time equivalent (1.5 months) 

ÅThe internship can be done during or after the master 

ÅCan be done in Switzerland or abroad 

ÅDoes not necessarily bear ECTS credits 

ÅMust be related to a quantitative topic and have a significant analytical content
